Armenia of geographical status has the most improper situation
among the other tow contries of Caucasus region (Azarbijan and
Georgia) and considering to the present problems among its

three neighbors (Azarbijan, Georgia and Turkish), Iran strand in fact is
its vital path. Armenia of scope, population and common boundary
length with Iran is very small so thanks to its limiting in land, blockage
by offensive countries, having different religion with region countries
and also ample immigrants in Iran and other places of the world is so
important to Iran. Islamic republic of Iran has a relationship with all three
Republics of Caucasus and based on its foreign policy wants to
improve its relations with other region countries but at in question region
among Caucasus republics some developing factors have caused the
more important Armenia. Some trans-regional factors influenced on
developing of Iran with Armenia. In current articles attempted to verify
these causes and factors, structure changes in international system
including Soviet ruin and the ending of cold war, the changes of tow-
polar system in the world and its balancing, communism failure and
other factors of creating the independent countries from Soviet and con-
centrating of regional and trans-regional countries on these countries
for their natural and oil resources and also lack of sufficient develop-
ment of these countries from technology and economic aspects and …,
caused these regional and trans-regional countries for ravening these
resources come to these regions and many of such factors were effec-
tive in expanding the interactions between Iran and Armenia. 

In present process of globalization, which has begun from word war
II, developing of foreign trade has a special position. Endorsement the
public agreements for tariff and trade and converting these institutions
to global trade organization over the time can imply to the importance
of these organizations in creating the free trade and economic depend-
ence of countries to each others and globalization of economics. To
days global markets links goods, and increasingly services, countries,
regions, cities, organizations and people in a point which as a exchang-
ing the national products to each other, is so upper than trade notion.
Quantitative and qualitative increment of trade at global level is one of
the basic important and evident indexes of economical globalization.
This index that is as old as economic globalization, incurred the primary
and basic part of this process. In other words international commerce
consider as a first aspect and the symbol of economic globalization
which its history backs to middle of 19th century. In economic globaliza-
tion era, trade has voided of traditional and limiting figure and in new for-
mats including the management of global commercial organization on
global trade and regional advent along with other economic phenome-
non continuous to its improvement. Armenia with geopolitics problems
severely needs to fuel material, Iran commodities and Iran strand for
export and import and also Iran boundary for access of this country to
free waters has found an exceptional mood. Proper utilization of this
opportunity and owning Armenia markets as a long term and perma-
nent esteem and not short term and transient one, can consider as a
supplier of profits for Islamic Republic of Iran. Armenia however of
scope point, population and common boundary length with Iran is so
small and yet among the elites and our people is formed a minor cog-
nition sensitivity towards it, but the fact is that, this neighbor of Iran has
a significant importance for Iran which obligate the necessity of provid-
ing the foreign policy and complex relationship based on its importance
with considering to national profits. So cognition and addressing the
national profits of Iran in Armenia are the most immediate preliminaries
for preparation of foreign policy which implied shortly.

Armenia, alternative path for relation of Iran with Europe: Over the
past years, Iraq path thanks to the occurrence of Iran and Iraq war and
Caucasus path thanks to the ex-Soviet approaches on Iran was closed
and Turkish was converted to the only relational strand of Iran with
Europe. This point knowingly the present limits, result in Turkish impacts
on Iran and also Iran couldn’t do counter measures. With dependence
of Armenia and Georgia and presenting relative security in achieving
Iran boundary to Black sea, this path can be a proper alternative for
implied path. Since 1996, by construction of stable bridge on Aras river
in Magry, the relation between tow countries is provided so for wide uti-
lization and for goods and passengers transporting it is necessary to
build another bridge on Aras and a 25-kilometers tunnel of Gajeran for
passing of small impassable Caucasus cervix and also Armenia and
Georgia roads also need to main widening and reconstruction. But all
of these measures were cost effective and would have important polit-
ical, geopolitics and economic effects for Islamic Republic of Iran.

Iran, reliance point for Armenia: After the Soviet ruin and depend-
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ence of Armenia, this confined country in land, immediately enter to war
with Azarbijan and so it is more than 10 years that relational paths
between them is dissection. Also since the onset of Armenia depend-
ence, Turkish has boycotted this country for help to Gharebagh and yet
is blocked the relational paths of Armenia to Turkish. Over the past years
Georgia as the only northern neighbor has engaged in domestic wars
and however today security is provided in transit routes of Armenia-
Teflis-Black sea, but various approaches of two countries and undesir-
able quality of connectional path results Iran consider as the only credit
path for Armenia to goods, exports and people necessary imports. Such
conditions converted Iran to the most important reliance of Armenia and
normally Iran dominance on this country has increased.

Armenia as a trade partner: Considering to the geopolitics problems,
Armenia severely needs to fuel, Iran goods and also Iran strand for
goods export and import and for access of this country to free waters is
exceptional mood. Regarding to various need time to extreme electrici-
ty energy in Iran and Armenia, the exchange of electricity between these
tow countries in different periods can meet the small part of Iran needs
to electricity in summer and simultaneously can cause the increase of
interactions of tow countries.

Armenia need to energy: Energy shortage is one of the key econom-
ic factors. Before ruination about half of the total energy in Armenia was
as a natural gas and parts of it in the form of oil and petrol products. In

the past 70 percent of consuming or usage gas was transmitted fram
Turkoman through Azarbijan and 30 percent through Georgia transmit-
ted to Armenia. In 1991 Azarbijan pipeline was slacked but yet the
Georgia pipeline is open. On the other hand because of Georgia con-
flicts and frequent riots in it Georgia Azeri is endanger of slack. The
petrol products which through Georgia by train and tanker from Russia
received in Armenia almost are influenced of internal conflict and boy-
cotted in this country. Because of Mazut shortage, the electricity stock is
decreasing and now is severely depend on domestic, limiting water
resources. Sevan sea in past was vital resource for providing the elec-
tricity but now decreased so that if decreasing of sea level continues
would create serious ecologic danger. Armenia of energy resources is
so poor and relies on abroad. This Republic provides gas from Siberia
and Turkoman and oil and coal of other countries. As implied in current
years considering to dissection of Armenia relational routes with abroad
thanks to Gharebagh conflict, normally usage energy was of electric
energy type which was met by thermal, hydroelectric and nuclear pow-
erhouses. With voiding the Octomberain powerhouse from production
cycle because of environment demolition and lack of sufficient security,
the electricity production in this country severely decreased and in 1993
some parts of Yeravan, Armenia capital, had even lesser than 3hours
electricity flow a day. Obviously without a permanent electricity flow,
many of the facilities in country will be remain unprofitable. In Armenia
one of the most important problems is providing the needed energy that
has disordered not only industries but people routine life. Along with this
basic problem, environmental knot also is advanced which itself is
derived of energy problem. For meet the energy problem in Armenia
was done measures which finally will impose irreparable harm on envi-
ronment of this country. It is said that since Armenia has no energy
resources all of the energy providing programs in this country basically
are based on electric energy production so that Armenia till before the
Soviet ruination was exporter of electric energy at inside of Soviet and
energy production was done by nuclear, water and thermal powerhous-
es. In current years with formation of said problems now it is not only
isn’t electric energy producer but even can not meet its electricity ener-
gy needs. In Yeravan, electricity flow limits to tow or four hours a day and
results in many problems in people needs coverage. The minor of these
problems are dissection of potable water flow, tribulation of urban and
non urban transport vehicles and being closed of factories that in their
product cycles need to electricity flow. It is worthy to note that Yeravan
have urban transport system like metro, tram, electrical buses and also
gasoline taxies. Thermal powerhouse of this country thanks to the short-
age of Mazut fuel and gas, converted to the semi-closed collections and
though Yeravan and most of the cities in Armenia benefits from urban
gas transmission network but because of war occurrence between
Azarbijan and Armenia and dissection of Azarbijan gas exports and
since gas import pipelines from Georgia are endanger of ruination so
practically home and industrial usage gas in Armenia is dissection.
Electric energy is devoted just for vital services utilization. Armenia at all
has no oil or gas resources and import of this material considering to
economic crisis is engaged serious problem. However energy problems
in Armenia caused the environmental problems and undoubtedly its
continuous will be influence on neighbor regions ecology including Iran.
For energy secure, Armenia Republic among its neighbors depend on
Iran and after Russia, Iran in region has a close relation with Armenia
and can be effective for energy crisis in Armenia. So can suppose the
energy shortage factor in Armenia as connectional factors of these tow
countries and from this one both countries can benefit for improvement.

to Armenia. Based on given statistics Iran export bulk to Armenia over
the in question years was about 5/58 fold of Armenia export volume to
Iran. 

Over the years 2007-2009 the amount of Armenia exports to Iran has
decreased which this one isn’t a good sign for Armenia exports. Iran
exports to Armenia basically includes: tarry mineral oils, Molybdenum,
its oxides and hydroxides, soya oil, sheet types, petrol products, ferro-
silicon, glass, conserve and compote, textiles and ect., and Iran imports
from Armenia includes to aluminium and iron loss, living animals like
sheep, blocks, locomotive elements.

The most exporting material of Iran to Armenia has been tar with 5859
thousands dollars and the most exporting good from Armenia to Iran is
living animal like sheep in quantity 20205 thousands dollars. The first to
the fourth grade of exporting materials from Iran to Armenia devote to
tar (5859 thousands dollars), suya and its appurtenance (4423 thou-
sands dollars), milled products of iron and steel (3796 thousands dol-
lars), and finally there is non cross milled products of iron and steel
(3637 thousands dollars).The first till fifth rank of Iran importing goods
from Armenia includes living animals like sheep (20205 thousands dol-
lars), steel loss (2047 thousands dollars), aluminium loss (2031 thou-
sands dollars), battery loss (1038 thousands dollars)and milled sheets
of aluminium (623 thousands dollars).As it is clear from graph, Iran
exports to Armenia over the in question years has increased about
92/64% while importing from Armenia to Iran just about 36/31% has
increased.

Future perspectives: Regarding to above mentioned issues and rel-
ative decrease of Iran exports to Armenia over the 2008-2010 it is nec-
essary to provide a complex export-based commercial and economical
program or the existence rules for simplify be revised. The most impor-
tant notes for export improvement to Caucasus region are as follow:

The exchange of private section commercial boards, Up bringing the
ambassadors and experts whom have specialty, experience and suffi-
cient knowledge to economical and commercial affairs, Islamic Republic
of Iran embassies must perform requirement cooperation and pursuit
towards Iranian companies demands from debtor companies of these
countries, Issuing visa for merchants, investigator, truck drivers and vis-
itors, Dispatching the commercial counselors and establishing their
offices in out of embassy for providing the close relations with private
sections, Endowment bank credits for engineering and technical servic-
es issue and simplifying the credit meet for establishing Iran commercial
center in other countries, Regular schematization for fairs holding and
control these fairs before and after fair in these countries, Monitoring the
exporting policies for issuing the qualified goods with apt package and
brochures in local language, Establish the exporter union inmate in each
of these countries, Provide finance and timely paied of exporting servic-
es and goods awards, Determine the rival tariff value with other region
countries, The cooperation expansion in diamond industry with Armenia,
and Develop solidarity in electricity field.
